He pointed out that this solution lras not
yet been confirmed.

T'RON - update: Following the informal discr"rssions Council has had with the
Adrninistrator about TRON, Deputy Mayor K YoLrng requested formal
record of communications relating to the Covernor's stance on TRONs
interest in establishirrg bitcoin/crvpto currencv on Pitcairn,



It was noted that the Governor wrote to TRON (Feb l0th) explaining
that TRON will not be perrnitted to establish bitcoin/crypto currency
on Pitcairn.

Following the Covernor's letter and further inpr"rt from the
Adrninistrator and Council, the Mayor wrote to TRON representative,
Chris Verzello, (Feb lTth) to advise that, given the Governor's stance,
the Pitcairn Islands Council will rrot be involved in developing any
good faith/charitable projects with the company.

T'he Mayor told Mr Verzello, that she will be calling a public meetitrg
to advise the cor.nmuniry of this decision and that the private sector

may pick up on the concept. lrr respouse Mr Verzello, wrote that
TRON is still very iulerested in rneeting people in Tahiti and rer ier.r ing
eny proposed pro.lects to berrefit the people of Pitcairn.

It was note{that the Mayor, the Adrninistrator and the Deprrty

Covernor and the Governor were told, by TRON representatives, that

the company's interest in undeftakirrg good farth/charitable projects

with the people of Pitcairn is only to garner favour lorestablishing a

bitcoin/crypto currency business on Pitcairn.

Following the Governor's letter to TRON advising that that tltey are

not be perrnifted to establish bitcoin/crypto cllrrency on Pitcairn.
Councillors agreed, by a show of hands at an informal check-in

meeting ( 1 8tl' Feb), that they will not engage with TRON, as a

Council or as independent people, because they would be seen as

being subject to what the Adniinistrator called 'improper influence'.

A fi,rfiher letter to the Mayor fiom tlre Covernor (Feb 24'r') stated that

would be inappropriate for the decision Inakers in Pitcairn's
governing bodies or pLrblic service to engage with TRON on any

good faith/ charitable projects, or to allow the use of government

facilities, locations or equipment to be involved. This letter was

posted on the public notice board.

ln response to this comtnunication, at an infonnal meeting (Feb 25'r'.1.

CoLrncil sought fufther clarification from Administrator as to how the

private sector might realistically engage with TRON on any

charitable projects going forward under these restrictions.

Tliere ensued general discltssion about the private sector beirrg able

to engage with TRON and it was agreed fufther clarification frorn the

Governor is reqLrired.

ACTION

The was Adrrinistrator will seel< furllrer clarification lrom the

Governor as to whetlrer berlhs and freight services orr the Silver

SLrpportel and Lrrtloaditrg goods etc. are inclLrded in tlre Covernor's

restrictions. I-{e will also seek clarification as to what roles within the

pLrblic service are considered to be inflr"rential and what constitutes an

independent person on Pitcairn
