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CHAPTER VI

An ordinance to provide for the proof of written laws

[15 August 2000]

1. This ordinance may be cited as the Evidence (Proof of 
Written Laws) Ordinance 2000.

2. Subject to this ordinance, judicial notice shall be taken 
by every Court of written laws alleged by a party to any 
proceedings to be in force in the Islands which are available 
to the Court in the following form—
